Guest speakers from Western Sydney’s broader refugee and asylum seeker community will also be present and invited to share their experiences and speak at TRIBUNAL. The audience will also be invited to share in the conversation and discuss their own experiences.
 
From Iran to Afghanistan, from Western Sydney to Kings Cross, TRIBUNAL is multilingual and multi-generational. TRIBUNAL works to address Australia’s truth through telling the parallel stories of indigenous Australia and newly arrived refugees.
